Stage Make-up and Performance Case Supplies 
 

 Make-up 

 Base (shade of skin tone or a little darker)—optional for ages 5-9, use to cover blemishes or redness 

 Powder (loose, translucent or neutral) 

 Eyebrow pencil (brown for blondes, black/brown for brunettes, black for black hair)—only use if needed 
for ages 10+ 

 Shadows (warm=brown) 

 Highlighters (warm=cream) 

 Eye liner (black liquid or pencil)—only for certain roles 

 Mascara (black) 

 Blush (dark peach) 

 Lipstick (red and/or rose) 

 Lip liner (to match lipstick) 
 

 Sponges and applicators 

 Brushes (powder brush, blush brush, shadow brush, highlighter brush) 

 Q-tips 

 Cotton Balls 

 Make-up remover 

 Facial wipes 

 Moisturizer/lotion 

 Lip balm or lip gloss 

 Pencil sharpener (for eye liner or lip liner) 
 

 Hair supplies 

 Hair elastics (the same color as hair) 

 Hair pins 

 Bobby pins 

 Hair nets (more than one) 

 Hair spray 

 Hair gel 

 Brush 

 Comb 

 Clips (non-shiny) 
 

 Mirror 

 Spot treatment for when make-up gets on costume  

 Band aids, tape, etc. 

 Facial tissues 

 Safety pins 

 Anti-bacterial hand gel  
 

 Performance tights (1-2 pairs of each color needed, depending on what is required) 

 Performance leotards, trunks, hair pieces, jewelry, etc. (as assigned) 

 Performance shoes 

 Oversized socks/slippers/shoes (to protect shoes) 

 Warm-ups/practice clothes (including shirt/sweatshirt that doesn’t pull over head) 
 
Optional: 

 Toothbrush and toothpaste 

 Sewing kit (needle and thread, scissors) 

 Nail clippers/nail filer 

 Nail polish remover
